[Cam] I would like all healthcare professionals to have a deeper appreciation that sepsis is a medical emergency, it is a life-threatening event, and that it isn’t an infection, it is a potential consequence of an infection but it’s not the infection.
So how we recognise it, see it and treat it really does need to shift and change. So our mental model and approach to sepsis, it does need to shift. I think overall there are improvements and there has been an awful lot of work going on with the Health Quality & Safety Commission improving our early recognition tools that are available for clinicians at the bedside.
